Brown Marmorated Stink Bug – Halyomorpha halys
In the fall of 2001, this insect, a  stink bug, native to Eastern Asia, was discovered in Allentown, PA.  The insect is called a stink bug because of a noxious scent that is omitted if it is disturbed.  Adults are able to fly and often enter homes in the late summer and early fall when they are seeking warm places to survive the winter (overwintering).  The United States Department of Agriculture (USDA) is currently working with the Lehigh County Cooperative Extension, (Allentown, PA), to study and better understand this new invader (invasive species).  In Asia the stink bug will feed on several agricultural plants, including apples, peaches, and soybeans; the USDA is therefore also concerned about the potential pest status of this insect.  The immature bugs, or nymphs, can be found on plants throughout the summer.  The nymphs are similar to the adults in appearance although the wings are not completely developed.
